Concept International Cooperation and Support
for Russian Pro-Democratic Forces

Section 1. General Provisions

This document is a proposal to the international community, governments, and parliaments
of democratic countries.



It defines the current state of Russia as a strategic threat not only to Ukraine but to the entire
architecture of international security, and proposes ways to systematize and unite efforts for
the democratic reconstruction of Russia.

Russia today is a militaristic dictatorship that suppresses its own population, an empire
waging a war of conquest and posing a danger to international order.

We proceed from the necessity of a paradigm shift: from situational responses, attempts to
appease the aggressor and normalize dictatorship in Russia — to creating a sustainable system
of support for those forces and representatives of Russian civil society who actually oppose
the existing regime in Russia and work toward a future democratic transformation. Today,
practically all of them are effectively cut off from the possibility of receiving support due to
outdated, ineffective grant instruments that are inapplicable in wartime conditions.

Typically, grant-makers require activists who have fled Russia from war and dictatorship to
comply with numerous formally impossible requirements, such as having NGOs registered
in democratic countries with work experience, financial reporting and experience
implementing grant projects, recommendations from well-known and authoritative persons,
and participation in co-financing. These requirements immediately exclude 99% of activists
and prevent the implementation of their projects and initiatives.

To radically change the situation, we propose creating a Fund for International
Cooperation and Support of Russian Pro-Democratic Forces and forming an
International Alliance of Russian Pro-Democratic Forces as a political alternative to
dictatorship in Russia.

This is not a ready-made program, but a conceptual foundation — a framework from which
the construction of a sustainable, coordinated and effective system of support for Russian
pro-democratic forces can begin.

1.1. Russia as a new systemic threat

Since the beginning of the full-scale invasion of Ukraine, Russia has finally transformed into
a source of global military threat.

At this moment, the Russian Federation is not simply an authoritarian state — it is a military-
terrorist dictatorship that:

« wages a war of conquest against Ukraine;

. has destroyed dozens of settlements and razed to the ground the cities of Mariupol,
Bakhmut, Volnovakha, Popasna, Rubizhne, Severodonetsk, Lysychansk and many
others;

« commits war crimes — from bombing maternity hospitals and power plants to killing
children and mass deportations;

« conducts aggressive policies toward European countries, including cyberattacks, GPS
interference, and espionage activities;



« openly threatens the entire world with the use of nuclear weapons. The very fact of
such threats is unacceptable in the modern world and demonstrates clear disregard for
international law.

According to UN data, by 2025, tens of thousands of Ukrainian civilians have died as a
result of aggression, millions have been forced to leave their homes, and thousands of
children have been deported to Russia. In 2024-2025 alone, Russia has carried out hundreds
of strikes on civilian infrastructure: thermal power plants, combined heat and power plants,
schools, kindergartens, and hospitals.

But the threat comes not only from outside, but also from within. A harsh dictatorship has
been established in Russia itself, in which:

« thousands of political prisoners serve ten- to twelve-year prison sentences for anti-war
posts, phrases and remarks;

« strict military censorship has been introduced, independent media are banned,;

. the election system has been destroyed, parliament and courts have no independence
and are unable to fulfill their functions;

« punitive psychiatry and extrajudicial repression are practiced.
Russia today is a totalitarian empire that maintains power:

« through fear, repression and militarization;

« through oppression of regions and colonial exploitation;

. through systematic violence against its own population — especially in national
republics and the poorest regions.

Indigenous peoples and ethnic groups, residents of Russia's heartland become the main
mobilization resource. They die in someone else's war they did not choose. Their territories
are bled dry, all resources are extracted from them.

1.2. The nature of the threat and strategic illusions
1.2.1. The End of lllusions: Russia is No Longer a "*Difficult Partner™

For decades, Western politicians proceeded from the assumption that Russia was a complex
but still integrated participant in the international order: a UN Security Council member, a
partner in energy, nuclear control, and security.

The aggression against Ukraine and the full-scale invasion, which began in February 2014
and February 2022 respectively, finally destroyed this consensus. Russia has ceased to be
"one of the unstable players" and has become the central threat to international security.

Today's Russia is:
« permanent external aggression as a form of existence;

. militarization of economy, ideology and public life;



« systematic destruction of international law;
« use of nuclear weapons threats as an instrument of blackmail.
1.2.2. The Western Mistake of "*"Regional Problem'* Logic

Despite the radicalization of Russian politics and the start of full-scale war in Ukraine, a
significant part of Western elites continues to think in outdated frameworks:

. either as a "regional conflict" among similar military crises;
« or as a specificity of Russian culture requiring a "special approach";
« or as an internal problem that should be solved by Russians themselves.

Such an approach leads to strategic passivity, replacement of solutions with situational
reactions and diplomatic maneuvers. It creates an illusion of crisis manageability — while the
situation is in fact unmanageable, and the threat is only growing.

1.2.3. Predictable Escalation

NATO Secretary General Mark Rutte, a number of European leaders and analytical centers
warn: a direct military clash between Russia and NATO is possible within a 3-5 year
horizon.

As a response to the direct threat from Russia, increasing defense budgets is an insufficient
measure. One cannot limit oneself to external containment without eliminating the root cause
of the threat — the existence of a militaristic-revanchist dictatorship in Russia.

1.2.4. The Necessity of a New Type of Strategy

The main lesson of the Cold War: a totalitarian regime is defeated not only by weapons, but
also by internal undermining of its stability. This approach ensured the collapse of the Soviet
system with virtually no shots fired — and can ensure the dismantling of the existing
dictatorship in Russia.

A comprehensive strategy is required, including five main directions:
- military pressure;
. political isolation;
« economic sanctions;
. ideological and information warfare;
« support for pro-democratic forces.

Currently, only the first four "external™ components are designated and engaged, albeit
unsystematically. It is proposed to eliminate this deficiency by strengthening the fifth,
internal component, thereby making the entire program of democratic reconstruction of
Russia comprehensive.

1.2.5. Pro-Democratic Forces as a Strategic Resource



Russian pro-democratic forces are:
« political opposition advocating for democratic reforms;
« human rights organizations and defenders protecting fundamental rights and freedoms;
« independent media, journalists and bloggers promoting freedom of information;
« public and civic initiatives aimed at creating and strengthening democratic institutions;

« regional and national liberation movements defending the right to self-determination
and compliance with international norms;

« other groups and initiatives, including local, environmental ones, seeking to restore the
rule of law and protect fundamental rights and freedoms in the Russian Federation,
operating under conditions of resistance to the authoritarian regime, in accordance
with the principles of international law, including as part of the Defense Forces of
Ukraine (Russian volunteers).

This is a resource for delegitimization, an alternative to the existing power in Russia, a factor
of instability for the dictatorial regime, as well as a personnel reserve for the new democracy
that will be created after the fall of Putin's regime.

But today this potential is not being used. It is not heard, not visible, and not integrated into
the West's strategy.

1.3. What we propose: creating support infrastructure

Pro-democratic forces need not just support. They need a new architecture of sustainability —
with clear institutions, a developed strategy for opposing the existing dictatorial regime in
Russia, guarantees, and interaction logic.

We propose creating two basic elements of such infrastructure:

1.3.1. Fund for International Cooperation and Support of Russian Pro-Democratic
Forces

Goal — creating a stable, independent, transparent mechanism for supporting all public and
political projects aimed at resisting the dictatorial regime that has seized power in the
country.

Principles:
« international control;
« independence from political circumstances;
o clear rules, KPIs, accessibility.
Functions:
« financial and infrastructural support for projects;

« legal and social protection of activists;



. expedited procedures for legalization of activists in host countries.
Structure:

. founding countries (Ukraine, EU, USA, Great Britain, Canada, Norway, Turkey,
Azerbaijan, as well as other countries in the "Coalition of the Willing");

« founders' council, operational directorate, supervisory board.
1.3.2. International Alliance of Russian Pro-Democratic Forces

The Alliance is an alternative to the current regime in Russia, capable of uniting all Russian
pro-democratic forces, giving them a voice and platform to conduct dialogue with the
international community, develop political positions and participate in negotiations about the
future of the post-Russian space.

The Alliance will be formed based on delegation from actually operating projects and will
become a platform where:

. all individual participants, projects and united groups of Russian pro-democratic
forces are represented,;

. regions of Russia, including national republics and national-territorial formations
represented by indigenous peoples and ethnic groups, will receive a voice they do not
have today and a real right to self-determination, up to declaring independence within
the requirements of international law;

. conditions are formed for the future decolonization of Russia, with subsequent
democratic transformation — without centralization, violence and colonial coercion of
peoples and regions of the post-Russian space.

The Alliance should become a procedural and inclusive structure based on:
. rotation of delegates;
. transparent procedures;
« representative model.

Section 2. Fund for International Cooperation and Support of Russian Pro-Democratic
Forces

2.1. General Concept of the Fund

It appears that the Fund being created could become a new type of intergovernmental
organization — an institution of strategic support for democratic transformations, established
by a coalition of countries supporting Ukraine and the principles of international law.

The fundamental goal of the Fund could be systematic facilitation of democratic
transformation of Russia, ending the war and promoting principles of international law
through creating a sustainable ecosystem of support for Russian pro-democratic forces,
capable of functioning under conditions of war and political repression.



It would be appropriate for the strategic task to consist not simply of financing individual
Initiatives, but of architectural design of the democratic change process in Russia, relying on
civil society, independent media, human rights defenders and political opposition.

It is important that the Fund differs radically from traditional grant structures: instead of
waiting for applications, it would itself form strategy and launch necessary projects, acting as
an active subject of political change.

2.2. Principles of Support and Project Development
2.2.1. Basic Admission Criteria

It is recommended that the Fund be guided by the principle of maximum inclusivity and
support every project that can be useful for Russia's democratization.

It is proposed to establish the following minimum requirements for receiving support:

1. Democratic orientation: each project must adhere to democratic principles and be
aimed at democratic transformation of Russia.

2. Compliance with international law: recognition of Ukraine's territorial integrity and
Ukraine's right to Crimea and other territories of this country temporarily occupied by
Russia is necessary.

3. Clear structure: there must be a clear definition of goals, objectives, implementation
mechanism, timeframes, budget, expected results, and composition of implementers.

2.2.2. Project Development System

A key principle of the Fund's work should be not selecting the best, but developing each
participant of Russian pro-democratic forces.

The Fund should provide:
« Methodological support: training in planning and implementing projects;
. Consultative support: assistance in formulating goals and objectives;
. Technical assistance: help in preparing applications and documentation.
2.2.3. Bidirectional Initiation Model

Projects by activist initiative (bottom-up) should be built on proposals from
representatives of Russian pro-democratic forces, expert evaluation, and adaptation to the
Fund's strategic priorities.

Projects by strategic initiative (top-down) should be launched by the Fund itself to fill
critical gaps, developed based on analysis and monitoring, and implemented through
competitive selection of implementers.

2.3. Strategic Initiative and Analytical Capacity of the Fund
2.3.1. Strategic Planning System



We propose developing a multi-level strategy for democratic change in close cooperation
with the International Alliance of Russian Pro-Democratic Forces:

« Long-term vision (10-15 years): forming an image of post-Putin democratic Russia;

« Medium-term goals (3-5 years): determining key changes in Russian society and
state;

« Short-term tasks (1-2 years): planning specific projects and initiatives.

The strategy should be regularly discussed and adjusted jointly with the Alliance to ensure
its compliance with the needs and vision of Russian pro-democratic forces.

2.3.2. Analytical Monitoring System
It appears necessary for the Fund to create its own analytical service, which could:
« Conduct regular monitoring of the state of Russian pro-democratic forces;
« Analyze the effectiveness of various strategies for resisting the regime;
« lIdentify new opportunities and threats for democratic change;
« Develop recommendations for strategy adjustment.
2.4. Registration and Certification System

We propose building the Fund's work on the basis of maintaining a registry of supported
projects with indication of goals, objectives and expected results, number of participants,
achieved results and impact.

And individuals participating in projects approved by the Fund should receive certified
activist status.

Development of mechanisms for forming participants' reputation is also necessary.
2.5. Comprehensive Social and Legal Protection
2.5.1. Legal Guarantees

All certified participants should receive the following support within the framework of
current legislation of participating countries:

. Priority legal status: expedited consideration of applications for residence permits,
work permits and other documents in founding countries;

« Support in asylum procedures: comprehensive assistance in obtaining international
protection in participating countries, including preparation of affidavits and other
documents to substantiate claims, expert opinions on the situation in Russia, witness
testimony about persecution of activists, recommendation letters from the Fund, as
well as specialized legal support at all stages of the asylum procedure;

. Legal protection: access to qualified legal assistance;

« Security guarantees: assistance in ensuring personal safety and family protection.



In this regard, it would be appropriate for the Fund to recommend that founding countries
amend national legislation and conclude international agreements to legally establish the
special status of activists participating in the Fund's work.

2.5.2. Social Guarantees
The social support system for certified participants should include:

. [Fair compensation: payment not lower than the median salary in the country of
residence;

. Full social insurance: medical care, life and disability insurance;
« Family support: extension of social guarantees to spouses and minor children.

Financing of social guarantees: these expenses are proposed to be paid from the Fund's
resources and included in the budget of each project.

2.6. Structure and Governance Principles
2.6.1. Multi-level Governance System
Council of Founders (highest body):
. Representatives of governments of founding countries at ministerial level;
« Making strategic decisions and approving budget;
« Annual reporting and performance evaluation.
Fund Board (executive body):
. Professional managers with experience in international organizations;
« Operational management and strategy implementation;
« Project selection and support.
Supervisory Board (control body):
« Independent experts on democratic transitions;
« Control over compliance with principles and work efficiency;
. External audit and impact assessment.
2.6.2. Principles of Institutional Independence
The Fund should be guided by principles of:

. Depoliticization: ensuring strict separation between the political mandate of founders
and the Fund's professional activities;

« Inclusivity: selection of participants and projects should be based on their potential
for democratic change with provision of necessary support for development;



. Transparency: public reporting should be ensured in all areas of activity and resource
use;

. Accountability: regular external evaluation of effectiveness and impact should be
conducted.

2.6.3. Financial Principles

The Fund should be financed through voluntary contributions from founding countries. Key
principles should be:

« Transparency: open reporting on receipt and expenditure of funds should be ensured;
. Targeted use: all funds should be directed to support pro-democratic projects;

« Flexibility: there should be possibility for rapid redistribution of resources depending
on needs.

Specific contribution amounts and detailed budget distribution should be determined by
founders based on strategic priorities and capabilities.

2.6.4. Organizational and Legal Form of the Fund

We propose creating the Fund in the form of an international non-profit association
registered under the law of one of the European Union states. Such an organizational and
legal model would allow, on one hand, giving the Fund an international character through
participation in its establishment by several states, performing functions of an international
instrument of interstate cooperation, and on the other hand - maintaining the flexibility and
operational efficiency of a non-governmental structure.

Thus, the chosen organizational and legal model would combine three key qualities:
. political legitimacy, ensured by participation of states and EU institutions;
« institutional sustainability, based on the mechanism of interstate financing;
« operational flexibility, characteristic of non-governmental organizations.
2.6.5. On Choosing the Location of the Fund's Headquarters

We propose locating the Fund's headquarters in Brussels. This choice would provide a
combination of political, symbolic and practical advantages. Brussels is the administrative
center of the European Union and NATO headquarters, which would create direct access to
key persons and institutions determining policy toward Russia and Ukraine. Diplomatic
missions of all potential founding states are also concentrated here, which would simplify
negotiations and coordination.

Location in Brussels would emphasize the Fund's international status. It would clearly
demonstrate that this is not a national project, but a genuinely international initiative uniting
democratic countries to support Russian civil society.

The choice of Brussels would carry a pro-European integration message. This would be a
clear signal that the future of democratic Russia is seen within the European family of



nations. Such a signal would have special significance for motivating Russian activists and
demonstrating an alternative to Putin's isolationist policies.

Finally, Brussels would become a symbol of European democratic choice. This is the city
where the policy of the world's largest democratic union is formed, and it is here that the
perspective of post-totalitarian Russia could be outlined — the path of integration into
European democratic space.

2.7. Interaction with the International Alliance of Russian Pro-Democratic Forces
2.7.1. Institutional Support for the Alliance
The Fund should perform the function of institutional infrastructure for the Alliance:

. Secretariat: professional administrative support for Alliance activities should be
provided;

« Technical platform: digital tools for communication and decision-making should be
created,

« Logistical support: organization of events, meetings and public activities should be
carried out;

« Financial support: coverage of all operational expenses of the Alliance should be
ensured.

2.7.2. Functional Interaction
The Fund and Alliance should work on the principle of division of powers.
The Fund should provide: financing, technical expertise, administrative support.

The Alliance should carry out: political representation, development of positions, interaction
with the international community.

Section 3. International Alliance of Russian Pro-Democratic Forces
3.1. General Concept of the Alliance

The International Alliance of Russian Pro-Democratic Forces should become a three-level
democratic structure created to unite both individual participants of the Russian pro-
democratic movement and organized projects and initiatives into a single political force
capable of acting as an alternative to Putin's regime.

The fundamental goal of the Alliance should be creating a legitimate, inclusive and
democratic representative body of Russian civil society, capable of conducting dialogue with
the international community, developing common political positions and coordinating
strategic actions of resistance to dictatorship in Russia.

The proposed three-level structure should ensure a combination of mass democratic
legitimacy through broad individual participation, institutional effectiveness through
representation of organized projects, and operational efficiency through delegated powers to
a coordinating body.



The Alliance should not become another hierarchical organization with leaders, but should
represent a democratic platform for coordinating actions and developing common positions
of Russian pro-democratic forces.

3.2. Three-Level Structure of the Alliance
3.2.1. First Level — Individual Membership in the Alliance

It is proposed that all Russians sharing democratic values be invited to participate in the
Alliance, regardless of their place of residence. Such an approach should ensure the principle
of maximum inclusivity and create a broad mass base for the Alliance's activities.

As conditions for joining, it is proposed to establish signing the Alliance's Founding
Declaration (Appendix No. 1 to this Concept), registration on an electronic platform with
basic identity verification, and confirmation of Russian citizenship or Russian origin.

General membership participants should receive the right to nominate their candidacies and
vote in elections of delegates to the Alliance's Congress of Representatives within the quota
established for individual Alliance members, vote in elections of members of the Alliance's
Coordination Council within the quota established for individual Alliance members,
participate in voting on strategic issues of the Alliance's activities, initiate creation of
projects or participate in Alliance projects, participate in forming Alliance working groups,
and submit proposals for consideration by the Congress of Representatives with support of
5% of the total number of Alliance members. In addition, they should be provided access to
the Alliance's information resources and analytical materials.

3.2.2. Second Level — Congress of Representatives of the Alliance

The Congress of Representatives should become the Alliance's highest representative body,
providing an institutional basis for making political decisions and coordinating activities of
organized pro-democratic projects.

The right to participate in forming the Congress should be granted to individual Alliance
members, as well as all projects that will receive financial support from the Fund or pass the
verification procedure in accordance with Fund criteria.

The number of delegates from individual Alliance members is proposed to be determined at
20% of the total number of delegates. They should be elected by individual Alliance
members through electronic voting.

The number of delegates from each project should be determined proportionally to the
project's size. It is proposed to determine such a representation norm: small projects with up
to 10 participants — 1 delegate in Congress, medium projects with 11 to 50 participants — 2
delegates, large projects with over 50 active participants — 3 delegates.

Each project should independently determine its representatives in Congress — such
decisions should be made by voting, formalized by protocol and signed by the project leader.
Delegates must be project participants, with rotation of delegates every 6 months by project
decision provided.



The Congress's competence should include adopting the Charter, Regulations and strategic
decisions of the Alliance, approving political statements and positions, forming working
groups, and determining activity priorities. It is proposed to hold regular Congress sessions
every 2 months, which would ensure regularity of work and promptness of decision-making.

3.2.3. Third Level — Coordination Council

The Coordination Council is proposed to be formed as follows. It should include one
representative from each large project (over 50 participants) and from each faction, 5
representatives from medium projects, 5 representatives from small projects, and 5
representatives from individual Alliance members. Rotation of project representatives and
elections of representatives from individual Alliance members should occur every 6 months.

The Coordination Council should carry out operational coordination between Congress
sessions, prepare the draft agenda for the upcoming session, interact with the Fund on current
issues, and represent the Alliance before international organizations. The person chairing the
next session should lead Coordination Council meetings during the preparation period for the
session and coordinate its work.

3.3. Faction System

For more effective organization of work and representation of various directions of the
Russian pro-democratic movement in the Alliance, it is proposed to provide for the creation
of factions. A faction should be formed with the inclusion of representatives of at least 20
delegates, which should ensure representativeness and exclude creation of formal artificial
associations.

Factions can be formed on thematic, regional or ideological basis, ensuring structured
representation of different directions of Russian pro-democratic forces. Each faction should
receive the right to nominate its representative to the coordination council, participate in
forming the session agenda and have the right of normative initiative.

3.4. Rotational Chairmanship System

The following algorithm for managing sessions is proposed. Each Alliance session is chaired
by representatives of different projects, with the order of chairmanship determined by lottery
at the first session. Repeated chairmanship is possible only after completion of a full cycle,
which ensures equal opportunities for all participating projects.

The chairperson conducts the session and ensures compliance with procedures, represents the
Alliance in media during their chairmanship, coordinates work in preparation for the session,
and prepares the agenda for the upcoming session together with the coordination council.
The chairperson has only one vote in voting and cannot make unilateral decisions on behalf
of the Alliance. All public statements must be coordinated with the coordination council.

3.5. Decision-Making Procedures

The following order of Alliance decision-making is proposed. Strategic decisions concerning
fundamental issues of the Alliance's activities should be adopted by 2/3 of all delegates,
which will ensure broad consensus on key issues.



Current issues are proposed to be adopted by simple majority of present delegates with a
quorum of at least 50% of the total number of delegates. Statements and positions should be
adopted by simple majority, with dissenting projects having the opportunity to record a
dissenting opinion.

Delegates who disagree with an adopted decision should have the right to record a dissenting
opinion in the protocol, not participate in implementing the disputed decision, and publicly
present their position indicating disagreements in the Alliance.

3.6. Interaction with the Fund

Interaction between the Fund and Alliance should be built on clear division of functions
while maintaining close cooperation. The Fund should provide financing of Alliance
activities, assistance in preparing Alliance strategy, technical and logistical support,
analytical support for decisions, and administrative and organizational infrastructure.

The Alliance, in turn, should carry out political representation of Russian pro-democratic
forces, develop strategic positions, and interact with the international community. Such
division should ensure professionalism in implementing technical functions and political
legitimacy in representative activities.

Interaction between the Fund and Alliance should involve participation of Fund staff in the
work of the Congress of Representatives and in Coordination Council meetings, joint
planning of strategic initiatives, and coordination of international activities. Feedback should
be ensured through the Alliance's recommendations to the Fund on support priorities, and the
Fund should consider Alliance positions in strategic planning.

3.7. International Activities

The Alliance should strive to obtain observer status or consultative status in key international
organizations. Priority directions should be the Council of Europe, OSCE, European
Parliament and NATO Parliamentary Assembly. Such representation should allow the
Alliance to directly participate in forming international policy toward Russia and Russian
civil society.

It is proposed to use such a form of interaction as regular consultations with governments of
partner countries, which may include annual meetings with foreign ministers of Fund
founding countries, participation in parliamentary hearings on Russian topics, and providing
expert assessments for policy formation. The goals of such cooperation on the Alliance's part
should be promoting interests of Russian civil society, informing about human rights
violations in Russia, and assisting in developing effective sanctions against the regime.

The Alliance's public diplomacy should include participation in international conferences
and forums, organizing information campaigns about the situation in Russia, interaction with
international media, and coordination with foreign democratic movements.

3.8. Balancing Institutional Interests

Projects should remain the Alliance's key institutional "cells," providing an operational basis
for practical activities of Russian pro-democratic forces. Individual membership should



create democratic legitimacy for the Alliance and ensure unification and mass involvement
of Russian civil society in developing strategic decisions.

Such architecture should ensure a combination of mass democratic legitimacy with
institutional effectiveness, creating a genuinely representative alternative to Putin's regime.

3.9. Development Prospects

The Alliance should become an international structure capable of uniting all Russian pro-
democratic forces into a single coordinated network and perform the role of a platform for
joint work. The Alliance should receive status as an internationally recognized representative
of Russian civil society on the international arena and develop a common strategy for
democratic change in Russia.

The most important tasks of the Alliance should be preparing personnel reserves for future
democratic institutions of Russia and creating experience of interaction, finding
compromises, developing common positions, and resolving conflicts between resistance
participants. The Alliance should ensure continuity of democratic principles in the process of
political change.

The Alliance is called to become a bridge between Russian pro-democratic forces and future
democratic institutions of post-totalitarian Russia, as well as new democratic states created
on its territory, ensuring preservation of democratic values and principles of horizontal
cooperation during the period of political transformations.
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Appendix No. 1 to the Concept

Founding Declaration International Alliance of Russian Pro-Democratic Forces

We, representatives of Russian civil society, unite in the International Alliance of Russian
Pro-Democratic Forces for joint struggle against dictatorship in Russia, ending the war
against Ukraine, and restoring democracy on the territory of our country.

By signing this Declaration, we declare our commitment to the following principles:

We decisively condemn Russia's war against Ukraine as criminal aggression violating
international law. We demand immediate cessation of military operations and withdrawal of
Russian troops from Ukrainian territory, including Crimea, Donetsk and Luhansk regions, as
well as other occupied territories.

We recognize Ukraine's territorial integrity within its internationally recognized borders and
demand restoration of Ukrainian state control over all occupied regions.

Russian troops must also be withdrawn from occupied territories of Georgia and Moldova in
accordance with international law.

We oppose the dictatorship of VVladimir Putin, who has usurped power in Russia, destroyed
democratic institutions and turned the country into a source of aggression against neighbors.

We are committed to values of democracy, rule of law, protection of human rights and
international law. We advocate for elimination of Putin's dictatorship and creation on the
territory of our country of a democracy based on freedom, law and popular sovereignty.

We reject authoritarianism and any forms of political violence. We advocate for separation
of powers, judicial independence, media freedom and multiparty system.

We demand immediate release of all political prisoners and cessation of persecution of
citizens for beliefs, participation in peaceful actions and criticism of authorities.



Every person has the right to freedom of speech, assembly, religion and political beliefs. We
condemn repression against civil society, independent media, human rights defenders and
opposition figures.

We recognize the right of peoples and regions of Russia to self-determination in accordance
with principles of international law. Every people should have the opportunity to freely
determine their political future and form of state structure. Building democracy in a prison of
nations is impossible.

We demand full, verifiable and irreversible denuclearization of the Russian Federation —
elimination of nuclear arsenal, closure and conversion of corresponding infrastructure and
doctrinal renunciation of nuclear blackmail — as a necessary condition for global security and
democratic reconstruction of the country.

We commit to supporting each other in struggle, uniting efforts of all Russian pro-
democratic forces, opposing authoritarianism in all its manifestations, and promoting civil
society development.

We take responsibility to act together and coordinate efforts to achieve these goals,
recognizing that only through joint actions can we stop war and dictatorship.

We confirm our commitment to the Universal Declaration of Human Rights and UN Charter.
We are convinced that only through joint efforts with the international community can we
achieve peace, freedom, democracy and justice for our country.
